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1 Background
The MORI Report (following a survey of Gwynedd residents in 2009) came to
the conclusion that the three things causing the greatest concern for people
were:
 Roads and pavement repairs
 Clean streets
 Crime rates

Also, members noted in the Communities Scrutiny Committee Workshop that
these associated matters were of particular concern for people in 2012:
 Fly tipping
 Dog Fouling
 Streetscene
 Refuse collection on time

A number of these elements have been addressed in the Bangor Pride
Scheme that aims to have a clean, tidy and safe city centre, to provide an
attractive and interesting local environment.

Assessing the successes and deficiencies of this Scheme would be a way of
reaching clear recommendations for the Cabinet Member when he plans for
the future.
